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[ Abstract| Privacy policy is-an important means to guarantee the lawfulness of internet
service providers’ collection and uttiization of users’ personal information. It is a tool of enter-
prise autonomy that is-also\dirgctly related to the protection of users’ personal information. In
the US, personal infoimption is mainly protected through the “consumer protection mode” ,
which emphasizes transactional safety and order and the prevention of fraud and unfair transac-
tion by enterprises. As a result, privacy agreement is not recognized as contract under most cir-
cumstances. The European countries have mainly adopted the “data protection mode” , which
emphasizes the control over personal data by data subjects and strict regulation. In comparison,
the relevant Chinese legislations and practices show no clear mode-orientation. When adjusting
privacy policies, China should respect the autonomy and self-discipline of enterprises while at
the same time giving full play to the role of the contract law in the adjusting privacy policies, so
as to strengthen the protection of privacy and ensure the long-term and sustained supervision o-

ver the privacy policies of enterprises.
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
