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[ Abstract] British common law does not prohibit acts of discrimination. However, with the United
Kingdom joining various international organizations and the rising of domestic equality movement since the
1970s, the U. K. has enacted a large number of laws to prohibit sex discrimination in employment, including
detailed provisions on equal pay for equal work, sexual harassment, and maternity protection. In addition,
these laws also provide for four different forms of discrimination, namely, direct discrimination, indirect dis-
crimination, harassment and victimization, and prohibit any of these forms of discrimination at all stages of em-
ployment. In order to effectively prevent discrimination in employment, the U. K. established the Human
Rights and Equal Opportunities Commission in accordance with the Equality Act. The Commission plays an

important role in tackling employment discrimination in British society.
