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[ Abstract] The Bar in the U.S. A.- has been experiencing a profound change since 1960s of the
20th century. The change has inspired lots of academic explanations, including the Bar Crisis Theory.
Actually, the bar crisis in the U. S. A. is not the crisis of the bar itself, but the crisis of the Legal Pro-
fession Theory which stems from the separation between the academic explanation of Monopolization
School and the rapid change of the institutional transformation within the bar. By systematic examina-
tion of this crisis, we may deepen our understandings of the professional system and professional prac-

tice in legal field, and be able to determine the direction of the reform of Chinese bar. -
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
