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[ Abstract] Hague Principles on the Choice of Law in International Contracts ( Hague Prin-
ciples) drafted by The Hague Conference on Private International Law represents the latest devel-
opment in the field of contractual conflict of laws. The Hague Principles emphasizes on the princi-
ple of party autonomy of international contracts. On one hand, the parties’ freedom of choice of
law has been fully respected in order to highlight the status of the principle of party autonomy in
the field of international contracts. On the other hand, overriding mandatory rules and public poli-
cy are the two substantial exceptions to the principle of party autonomy. Generally speaking, the
Hague Principles has formulated the basic structure which consists of strengthening freedom as the
principle and certain restrictions as the exception. Taking the Hague Principles as the reference in
comparative law, the principle of party autonomy which is stipulated in the Act on Application of
Laws to Foreign-Related Civil Relations 2010 and its Judicial Interpretation still needs further ex-

planation for proper application.
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
