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[ Abstract] Network neutrality regulation, which means the equal treatment of Internet
content and visitors and focuses on transparency and prohibition of shielding and discrimination,
is faced with a dilemma; on the one hand, if the government allows ICPs and ISPs to practice
such differential treatments as restriction of flow and payment priority, it will undermine the
principles of innovation, equality, non discrimination, and the freedom of speech on the Inter-
net. But on the other hand, the strengthening of regulation may harm the development of the In-
ternet industry and the overall interest of consumers. The approach taken by the U. S. to this di-
lemma is to “regulate as a rule and not to regulate as an exception” at the economic level and to
“give priority to the freedom of speech of the providers of opinions over that of the transmitters
of opinions” at the non-economic level. China needs to introduce network neutrality regulation
system to regulate the practice of differential treatment, and to establish and improve a long-
term law enforcement supervision system, so as to restrict service providers’ right to censor in-
formation and speeches, and increase the equality and transparency of the mechanism for the

provision of Internet service.
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
