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[ Abstract] In different countries, in different historical periods, and being limited by so-
cial conditions, administrative litigation has different manifestations. However, taking into account
the political foundation, ideological origin, historical development and the expansion of qualifica-
tion of the plaintiff, the nature of administrative litigation (or judicial review) in two major sys-
tems of law, represented respectively by France and Germany on one hand and Britain and the U-
nited States on the other, is of a generai character. The focus of attention at the initial stage of de-
velopment of administrative litigation or judicial revliew was given to public interests and check and
balance of power, with supervising the exercise of administrative power according to law as its his-
toric mission. Today, the focus of attention is placed on the protection of individual rights and in-
terests, with administrative litigation playing a more and more active role in settling disputes and -

remedying rights.
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
