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[ Abstract] Since the establishment of WTO, developed countries, deeming the IPR pro-
tection standard in TRIPS Agreement still insufficient, have adopted new negotiation strategies
swiftly, namely, the focus of negotiation is diverted from WTO where much resistances have been
met to regional occasions where it is easier to reach agreements. Through concluding separate trade
agreements at regional level, the IPR protection standard has been raised competitively. Such ap-
proach has caused developing countries to losing independent space in which they can map out and
implement their own intellectual property policies on the basis of concrete national conditions. Un-
der this situation, developing countries, including China, should endeavor to push the IPR inter-
national protection system forward in a balanced and democratic way by improving negotiation
strategies and strengthening negotiation power, including establishing IPR development union,
promoting industrial consultation mechanism, participating in activities sponsored by international

organizations and think tanks, and formulating internal IPR negotiation guidelines in particular.
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
