Introducing the concept of or-
ganization in wther subject into civil law is helpful to reexplain whether foundations, one-man
companies, etc. , have the charactéristic of " organization body" , and also enables organizations
in society to become the reality\foyndation of legal persons on which the distinction between le-
gal persons and other orfanizations can be made. Meanwhile, it also enables us the find out that
the concept of “unincerporated organization” in the General Provisions of the Civil Law seems to
be incorrect. As one branch of the theory on the reality of the legal person, the theory of organi-
zational legal person has always been seen as one of the theories on the nature of legal person.
Although this theory asserts that a legal person is suitable to be the subjects of rights and obliga-
tions by virtue of its institutional framework , it cannot disclose the essential quality of the legal
person as compared with other organizations. Taking organization as the foundation of civil sub-

jects is more compatible with the real develop ment need of society.
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
