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[ Abstract] Judge-led litigation is the most remarkable feature of India’ s public -interest
litigation. In the process of establishing public interest litigation, Indian judges have broke
through the restriction on the standing to sue, established mechanisms of writ application and juris-
diction over correspondence, and organized lawyers, scholars and social organizations to partici-
pate in the movement of defending the rights and interests of the public, especially the disadvan-
taged groups. This very kind of public interest litigation makes the judicial independence and fair-
ness reach the poor and the vulnerable groups who are at the bottom of society. Meanwhile, it also
constitutes the most brilliant page in the history of the development of the system of public interest

litigation in the world.
